You also shared concerns about the lack of facilities for young people, issues across the estate such as fly-
tipping and anti-social behaviour, poor garage conditions, and the need for more formalised parking.

Together, we created a vision for the future of Barnham Cross. In December 2025, we refreshed the vision 
with you. Today, we want to show you some ideas of how this vision can be brought to life.
